STATEMENT OF BENEFIT

This project benefits the properties proposed to be assessed. According to Wisconsin
State Statutes 66.0703, the City of Hudson intends to exercise its police power to collect
special assessments for this project. Attached to this report in Appendix A is the
schedule of proposed assessments.



Introduction

The City of Hudson is committed to maintaining its infrastructure in a condition that allows for
the safe and efficient movement of people and goods within our community. A significant part of
our infrastructure system is our sidewalk system, which is vitally important to keep maintained in
a serviceable condition to promote the vitality of the community.

The locations identified in this project for sidewalk replacement were previously identified in the
City’s 2019 Sidewalk and Curb Ramp Inventory as those locations with the greatest vertical
misalignments or tripping hazards (generally 1.5” and greater), locations where fronting property
owners have contacted the City regarding deficient sidewalk sections, areas where severe
storms caused trees to uproot and destroy sections of sidewalks, or areas without sidewalk
where filling in the “gap” would benefit pedestrian mobility. The City feels that these investments
would benefit the general public significantly by increasing safety for walkers.

Additionally, keeping the City’s drainage system in good condition is a top priority to the City.
Good drainage systems allow for water to not pond in the street and thus freeze/thaw. The
freezing and thawing creates problems with icing and is thus a safety issue. The freeze/thaw
cycle also further damages the curb accelerating the deterioration of the curb system.

In summary, this report recommends replacement of sections of sidewalks with significant
tripping hazards, sidewalk areas damaged by severe storms, missing sidewalk along the north
side of Burton Park (along St Croix Street), curb & gutter sections needing replacement, and
missing curb & gutter along 17th Street.

Project Alternatives and Recommendations

Sidewalks
The City has considered other alternatives to removal and replacement of the sidewalk sections.
These alternatives included:

e Grinding off the tripping hazard

e Adding asphalt material to ramp up to misaligned panel

¢ Mudjacking sidewalk panels

e Focusing on other priorities, such as replacing deficient pedestrian ramps, spalling joints,
or significant cracking

Ultimately these options were not selected for implementation due to the following reasons:

e Grinding the sidewalk down leaves less sidewalk thickness and thus leaves the sidewalk
more susceptible to breaking later. Also, grinding the sidewalk down is not allowed per
the Americans with Disabilities Act for vertical misalignments over %" in height.

e Adding asphalt material to ramp up to the misaligned panel can create a smaller tripping
hazard since the aggregate materials in the asphalt pavement are generally over 2"

e Grinding or adding asphalt material does not address any other deficiencies that may be
present in the sidewalk panels such as the sidewalk being tipped away from the street,
joint or surface spalling, or other deficiencies

e Although the City has many known deficiencies in the sidewalks around town that
eventually need to be addressed, the City feels that focusing first on the worst tripping
hazards has a high reward in the form of pedestrian safety for the price paid. The City



will look to continue forward with replacement of other deficient sidewalks with future
projects.

The City, with this project, is considering utilizing some funds to test the effectiveness of
mudjacking in areas where the sidewalk tripping hazards are not as significant. If the
mudjacking is successful, the City will consider additional mudjacking projects in future years.

Curb & Gutter

It is recommended to replace curb & gutter sections in the downtown area to minimize the

potential water freeze/thaw damage on those streets. Not replacing the damaged and non-
functional curbs & gutters will cause the existing curbs and pavements to deteriorate more
quickly than if the curbs were not replaced.

Addition of the curb & gutter along 17" Street is recommended to solve a long-standing
drainage problem along that street. Waiting until a later year will allow the lack of drainage to
further deteriorate the pavement along 17th Street.

Funding

Capital Improvement Program
Capital Improvement Program (CIP) funding for the City’s portion of the project was identified in
the City’s 2022 Infrastructure CIP under sidewalk replacement funds.

Special Asssessments
The City of Hudson’s special assessment policy applies to the replacement of sidewalk and curb
& gutter according to the following schedule:

o 50% of the cost of replacement of curb & gutter sections is assessed to the fronting
property

o 100% of the cost of new curb & gutter sections is assessed to the fronting property

e 50% of the cost of replacement of sidewalk sections in residential districts is assessed to
the fronting property

e 100% of the cost of replacement of sidewalk sections in districts other than residential is
assessed to the fronting property

For curb & gutter replacement, the following costs are added together to determine the
replacement cost:

o Removal of existing curb & gutter

o Removal of asphalt pavement in the street for patching curbs

o New curb & gutter construction

¢ New asphalt pavement patch in the street

o Dirilled tie bars connecting new curb & gutter to existing curb & gutter
o Restoration behind curb

e Engineering cost (15% of construction cost)

For sidewalk replacement, the following costs are added together to determine the replacement
cost:

¢ Removal of existing sidewalk panels



e New concrete sidewalk panels
e Restoration behind sidewalk
e Engineering cost (15% of construction cost)

Additionally, Planning and Administration Fees are collected to offset the time spent by office
administration staff to prepare project-related work, such as project accounting, project
correspondence, project hearings, and other work not directly related to the engineering tasks
associated with the project. The Planning and Administration Fees are calculated as follows:

e 1.5% on first $250,000 of total assessable costs
e 1.3% on next $750,000

e 1.1% on next $1,000,000

e 1.0% on next $1,000,000

e 0.8% on next $1,000,000

e 0.6% on remainder

Since this project has an estimated assessable cost of $64,210.86, the rate used to calculate
the Planning and Administration Fees is 1.5%.

A detailed breakdown of estimated costs is provided in Appendix A of this report.

The assessment amounts in this report are preliminary estimates only and are subject to
change based on bid prices received and on the actual amount of each bid item constructed on
the project as applicable to each property.

The City of Hudson believes that replacement of sidewalks and curb & gutter constitute a
benefit to the fronting property. Replacement of sidewalk panels will allow safe and efficient
travel for pedestrians to and from their residences, businesses, recreation, and other
destinations. Replacement of curb & gutter allows water flows from the impervious surfaces on
each property to reach the City’s storm sewer system to be conveyed to sedimentation areas,
infiltration areas, and/or discharge points to the St. Croix River. Without a functional curb &
gutter system, each site would need to establish a means of conveying or infiltrating their storm
water which would be much more cost prohibitive than the assessment amounts being
proposed.

Summary of Project Funding
A summary of the project funding is as follows:

Estimated Construction Costs: $150,223.38
Estimated Engineering Costs: $18,770.00
Estimated Total Project Costs: $168,993.38
Funding:

Special Assessments (not including Planning and Administration Fees): $64,210.86

2022 Infrastructure CIP Funds: $50,000.00



Storm Damage Insurance Funds: $41,996.46
Total Funding: $156,207.32

Estimated construction costs and estimated special assessments are based on as-bid price
information.

Currently, there is an approximately $12,800 funding shortfall due to higher than expected bid
prices. Additional funding, project cutbacks, or a combination thereof will be investigated further
through the project approval process.

Project funding levels for each fund may change based on the bids received, quantity of work
performed, and actual engineering costs related to the project bid items associated with each
fund. Final funding levels for each fund will be determined at the time of project close-out.

Summary

The recommended project for the sidewalk replacements and curb & gutter
replacements/additions are as follows:

¢ Replace sidewalks at identified locations with worst tripping hazards

¢ Replace sidewalks at identified locations damaged with severe storms
¢ Add sidewalk where missing along the north side of Burton Park

o Replace deficient sections of curb & gutter at identified locations

e Add curb & gutter where missing along 17th Street

C. Contractor is familiar with and is satisfied as to all federal, state, and local Laws and Regulations
that may affect cost, progress, and performance of the Work.

D. Contractor has carefully studied all: (1) reports of explorations and tests of subsurface conditions
at or contiguous to the Site and all drawings of physical conditions relating to existing surface or
subsurface structures at the Site (except Underground Facilities), if any, that have been identified




in the Supplementary Conditions as containing reliable “technical data,” and (2) reports and
drawings of Hazardous Environmental Conditions, if any, at the Site that have been identified in
the Supplementary Conditions as containing reliable “technical data.”

E. Contractor considered the information known to Contractor, information commonly known to
